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PART I.  Qualifications

· Completed application form (Part III).

· If a high school senior, an official transcript that indicates the applicant’s high school grade point average through the first semester (or second quarter) of the senior year.

· If already attending an accredited institution of higher learning, an official transcript that indicates the applicant’s GPA from at least the previous semester.

· An essay or poem that meets the requirements outlined in Part II.

· Certification of enrollment at an accredited institution of higher learning (such as a letter from the university).
